Our spotlight this issue shines on two paradigm-creating pioneers.

In the early 1960s Larry Levine, Audrey James Levine’s father-in-law, pioneered a new
paradigm in the recording industry. He, along with Phil Spector, invented an
engineering breakthrough in sound that created a “new world” for listeners and
influences what we hear today. The breakthrough was called the Wall of Sound. The
old paradigm of recorded music played on AM radios was flat. Spector demanded that
his music transcend conventional limitations and Levine created an unprecedented
recording environment complete with orchestras and a basement room fitted with
microphones and speakers that acted as an echo reverb chamber where echo from the
hard walls of the room gave the productions their distinctive quality and resulted in a full
sound. It created an impressive depth, a new dimension in sound, never before heard in
mono recordings. One of the most famous uses of the Wall of Sound upon music is
heard in The Beatles’ final studio album, Let It Be.
